SCHOOL RULE LESSON PLANS

The topic/ rule:  Be Respectful- Passing Areas, Halls, Sidewalks
	What do we expect the student to do?

1. Respect hallway displays and other property

2. Use a quiet voice and appropriate language.
3. Follow adult directions

	How will we teach the expected behavior?

	Tell why following the rule is important: By using an indoor voice, following adult directions, and keeping hallway displays in tact you are allowing others to work and you are showing that you care about the things that they work on.  This helps make the school a nice place to be.



	List examples and non-examples of the expected behavior (two to three of each):  Ask the students to identify examples and not-examples of each part of the rule.  Ask them to identify both and tell why it is a good or bad example of expected behavior.

a.   A Positive Example:

· Julie and Janie are walking down the hallway with their hands to themselves talking quietly.  Mrs. Yazzie asks them to pick up a paper off a hallway display that had fallen as they walk by.  Julie picks up the paper and sticks it back on the bulletin board.  Mrs. Yazzie says, “Thank you.”

· Before entering the pathway, Mrs. Robbins reviews the pathway rules with her class.  As the class walks down the path, Julie holds the door for the class and the class walks down the path following the rules.

b.   A Non-example:

· Julie and Janie are coming out of class.  Julie lets the door slam in Janie’s face as she comes out.  Janie comes out and runs down the hall after Jackie.  Mrs. Yazzie yells at them, “Stop running.”

· Mrs. Robbins leaves her room with her class without going over the hallway expectations.  She is down the hall, way ahead of her class.  The students in the class are ruining the hallway displays, yelling, and pushing each other.



	Provide opportunities to practice and build fluency:

1.  Review the rules before lining up to leave the classroom.

2.  Practice in the classroom (keeping hands and other objects) off displays

3.  Take pictures of real students in the hallway and on the pathway exhibiting proper or improper behavior.  Have students put the pictures in the proper column on a chart.

4.  Look up the words “respect” and “appropriate”.  Have the students write the definitions and sentences using the words (what it means to me)
