Appendices

Gun Free Schools Act

The Gun Free Schools Act  requires that each state receiving federal funds under the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) must have put in effect by October 1995, a state law requiring local educational agencies to expel from school for a period of not less than one year a student who is determined to have brought a firearm to school.


Each state’s law must allow the chief administering officer of the local educational agency to modify the expulsion requirement on a case-by-case basis.  All local educational agencies receiving ESEA funds must have a policy that requires the referral of any student who brings a firearm to school to the criminal justice or juvenile justice system.  

Student Dress Code

Good personal hygiene and being dressed in good taste is the student’s responsibility.  The school reserves the right to counsel students about personal hygiene and clothing.

The following is the dress code which has been established for students of T’iis Nazbas Community School:

· Students shall be clean and dressed in a manner that will be appropriate and not disruptive to the school’s educational program.  It should be modest and in good taste.

· Clothing with lettering and/or pictures depicting drugs, alcohol, sex, nudity, profanity, vulgarity or violence may not be worn during school hours or to any school sponsored event.

· No bandanas will be allowed.

· Footwear must be worn at all times.

· Short pants should be an appropriate length, as determined by staff.  Frayed cut-offs, skin-tight short pants or too-baggy pants are not allowed.  Pants and short pants shall be worn so that they do not pose a safety hazard or show underclothing.

· Skirts, blouses, and dresses must be appropriate, modest, and in good taste.

· No hats, caps or hoods are to be worn in the cafeteria or in the classrooms (except with teacher permission).  

· No bare midriff or revealing clothing .

IF YOUR CLOTHING IS DEEMED INAPPROPRIATE, YOU WILL BE REQUIRED TO CHANGE INTO ACCEPTABLE CLOTHING AND YOUR PARENTS WILL BE CONTACTED.

Definitions:

1. In-School Suspension:  The student is placed in an alternative setting on campus.  The student is not counted absent.

2. Out-of-School Suspension:  Student is not permitted to attend school and is counted absent.

3. Short-Term Suspension:  Suspended from regularly scheduled classes or activities for a period of one (1) to five (5) days.

4. Long-Term Suspension:  Suspended from regularly scheduled classes or activities for a period of more than five (5) days to the remainder of school.

5. Expulsion:  Being removed from school and losing the privileges of attending T’iis Nazbas Community School at any time in the future.
